ABOUT THE VINTAGE
2023 experienced one of the longest growing seasons in a decade or 

more. Winter and spring rains led to healthy, saturated soils. The mild, 

warm summer weather supported healthy canopy growth through 

bloom and set. Relatively cool weather throughout the growing season in 

tandem with an abundance of sunshine allowed grape skins to ripen 

slowly. Harvest kicked o� around Labor Day and wrapped up by 

mid-November. The long harvest season, which provided extended hang 

time to develop flavors leading to an exceptional, high-quality, 

memorable vintage.

IN THE VINEYARD
The grapes for our Estate Collection Napa Valley Sauvignon Blanc come 

from a blend of two vineyards in St. Helena. One vineyard, located north 

of St. Helena, features bale loam soils—a mix of gravel and sand from 

alluvial sources. The other is our estate vineyard in St. Helena, 

characterized by Pleasanton loam soils, which consist of finer gravel, 

sand, and fertile earth. St. Helena’s warm days and cool nights create the 

perfect environment for growing Sauvignon Blanc, allowing the grapes 

to retain their acidity and sustain their freshness.

WINE PROFILE
The 2023 Sauvignon Blanc from Napa Valley greets you with invigorating 

and luminous aromas of zesty lemon and fragrant orange blossom. On 

the palate, it unfolds a captivating array of flavors, featuring tangy 

grapefruit, vibrant lime, succulent ripe melon, and a subtle hint of toasted 

almonds. The finish is seamless, with harmonious integration, enduring 

length, and an intriguingly exotic sense of refreshment.
